ONE PERSON PROJECT

1. Create a journal/diary for one of the characters in THE GREAT GATSBY or THE CRUCIBLE.  The journal should be comprised of 10 entries of 3 paragraphs each, that were written during the time the play/novel took place.  Attention should also be paid to the presentation of the journal.  How would the character you have chosen kept a novel?  Daisy’s would have been very different than Elizabeth Proctors.  Make sure journal is written in 1st person point of view and address the emotions/opinions etc that would have been going through your particular characters mind during the action of the novel/play.

2. Create a series of paintings/drawings that show three significant scenes from the play/novel.  THIS IS FOR ARTISTS ONLY!  I expect some level of competency here…no stick figures.  These pictures must come with a 1-2 page explanation of what is depicted and the process you went through to create them.  YOU MUST BE PRE-APPROVED FOR THIS PROJECT!  

ONE OR TWO PERSON PROJECT

1. Design an electronic study guide on the Internet for The Great Gatsby. Include useful background information on Fitzgerald and the book itself, as well as discussions of key themes found in The Great Gatsby. Link to other Fitzgerald resources, as well as sites that provide key historical background on things such as the Jazz Age, the Lost Generation, Prohibition, and so on.  

2. Design an electronic study guide in powerpoint for THE CRUCIBLE.  Include information on Miller as well as links to key historical background that influenced what happened.  Provide some accurate information on the historical accuracy of the play as well as connections to McCarthyism.  Present reasons why Miller wrote this play the way he did.  Find a way to make this presentation unique!!

3. Using microfilm, microfiche, and the Internet (as well as books and traditional print media), research some of the historical happenings of the 1920s. Go back and reconstruct what life was like during Fitzgerald’s time. Examine newspapers from the ’20s (microfilm is likely to be your best bet) and make a list of what made news. Based on your findings, how accurate was Fitzgerald in capturing the frenzy of life in the 1920s? Were his reflections about all groups of people—the rich, the middle class, and the poor—accurate or far-fetched?  Find a creative way to present the information you gather—get approved by Mrs. Nelson.

TWO –FIVE PERSON PROJECT

1. Act out and record a scene from THE GREAT GATSBY or THE CRUCIBLE.  I must pre-approve the scene.  Participants should be in costumes and parts should be memorized.  Arrangements can be made to borrow costumes from the drama department and the stage can be used for recording purposes if discussed in advance with Mrs. Nelson.  Scene must be at least 10 minutes and no longer than 20 minutes in length.  All participants in the group must have equal “camera” time.  Parts should be fairly equal in length.

2. Bring some of the characters from THE GREAT GATSBY or THE CRUCIBLE back to discuss issues that happened in a talk show format.  What would they say?  What would they do?  This would be pre-recorded and characters should be in costume.  It should be a minimum of 10 minutes in length and no longer than 20 minutes.  A script must be written in advance and approved by Mrs. Nelson before recording takes place.
If you have any other wonderful idea or variation of a project above, feel free to suggest it!  I am always open to new ideas!!
