Reading: 


This week we are going to begin learning about our colors and the letters that belong to them.  Each day we will wear a color and learn the letters in them.  We will make books about the colors and focus on pointing to each word as we read.


Remember that their book baggies go home on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays, and need to be returned the next day WITH THE BOOKS INSIDE.  We use them here in class.  Have your child read the books to you, having them point to each word.  Students have learned to point to each word as they say them.

First Reading Goal:  I can point to each word as I read.

If I see your child seems to have mastered this goal, or is picking out words on their own, I will try to assess their reading level this week!
Math:

We are going to begin learning about all our numbers this week.  Each day we will focus on a new number and practice writing them, as well as focusing on how it looks in objects.  We will do walks around our school and outside to find the numbers (like 5 trees in a row, etc.)  Students learn the best when they can apply it to their own lives! 


When you are at home or out and about, see if your child can find numbers.  For example, at the store, tell them to find a number in the price of something you are looking at.  At home, look in magazines, books, TV, etc.

Names:

We are in full swing of learning each others names.  Each day we are learning about a new friend, drawing them, and practicing writing their name with one capital and the rest lower case.  We are also doing the same with ours.  Please practice the same at home with pencil, chalk, and whatever else you can find to help them practice this new skill!
